Who am I?  I asked myself.  You would think 
that after serving God for nineteen years that I 
would know.  But did I?  But did I know at all 
about the Truth that could set me free?   I knew 
I had asked Christ to forgive me for taking the 
lives of my children through abortion.  But why 
could I not forgive myself?  I thought I was 
healed, but why didn’t I feel healed?  Why did I 
still feel so full of shame?  Why had I ended up 
not wanting to live?  Why was I thinking of 
ending it all?  Tormented?  Yes, to say the 
least.  What has happened to me?”  I asked 
God , “Is there anything else I can do?”   
 
The Lord spoke, “Seek a healing place.”  And I 
said, “But where God?”  I had no idea how fast 
He would answer that question.  The next day 
after I heard Him speak those words He gave 
me a divine appointment.  He opened up the 
door for a place of healing.  He sent a woman 
of God who knew the answers to my questions.  
Someone who had walked this way before. 

The little child in me.   This is where He took 
me back to the beginning as a child where I 
first believed the lie.  The lie the devil told me.  
That I was all alone.  That no one cared.  No 
one would be there to help me.  Yes, this is 
what I believed when my uncle had come to 
steal from me, that one sick touch, that one 
dark night.  This was the same lie I believed 
years later when I was faced with being preg-
nant by a married man.  And God said, “You 
see?”  “You see where you first believed that 
lie?”  Then He asked, “Was I there”.  “Was I 
there all along?”  Immediately, I knew and I 
said “YES, YES!”  Psalm 139:8  “If I ascend 
up to heaven, thou art there.  If I make my bed 
in hell, behold thou art there.” 

Then it came, the thing that I was so afraid to face.  
The question I had asked so many times, of why I felt 
nothing but death around me.  Why did I feel that I 
wanted to end my life? 
 
Any time there is an agreement with fear, we open 
ourselves up to more deception and transfer the king-
dom of authority given to us into satan’s hands.  We 
have a free will, but the one who was a murderer from 
the beginning is crafty at deceiving us.  We believe a 
lie that appears real.  So out of fear, that is what I did, 
I believed the lie that there was no way out but to sac-
rifice my children.  Death came through the power of 
agreement, the agreement to murder.  No wonder I felt 
death, no wonder I didn’t want to live.   

I remember the blood that was shed for me.  As the lie 
of the enemy was being exposed, I remembered my 
covenant  through His blood, the power through His 
sacrifice that overcame death and hell.  Isaiah 28:18 
“And your covenant with death shall be annulled, and 
your agreement with hell shall not stand.”  
 
I said, “satan, your  power of death and hell has no 
hold on me.”  “Be gone!  You devil of death.  I AM 
FREE!  For whom  the Son  sets free is free indeed.”

“So, what do you think?   With God on our side like 
this, how can we lose?
